Based on the interaction between the fiscal and taxation
system and the construction of the state, series of English and Japanese original works on public finance are selected in
the Fiscal Politics collected translation. These works interpret public finance in the methods of history, sociology. politics
science and economics. This series has taken 52 original works in the plan and 12 Chinese translations have been pub-
lished.

This work help to add new research perspectives to current public financial research in China and build a middle-level
theory between macro institutional changes and micro-subjeetive actions. At the same time, taking the history of the fi-
nancial and social development of western countries as a mirror helps to reflect on the fiscal problems in China's nation-
al governance, also provides indigenized rationales and policy recommendations for the construction and reform of
modern state fiscal system.

With the popularization of electronic resources, SUFE library
tends to collect digital resources. Al present. SUFE library subscribes electronie libraries (online search portals) from the World Bank. International Monetary Fund and Organization for
Economic Co-operation and Development. For user convenience, a guide of the “International Organizations Resources™ was created on the Libguides platform. which is on the library
homepage. in order to help users to understand and master a wealth of relevant subject content, diversified knowledge dissemination and acquisition methods as well as highly efficient re-
search tools,

As early as 1985, SUFE Library received the first set of donated publications from the World Bank. In 1986, it became one of the first World Bank Depository Libraries in Mainland China.
After 2000, our library expanded the collections of international organizations and collected publications from the International Monetary Fund, the United Nations Conference on Trade
and Development. and the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development. In order to adapt to the changes of user needs, the SUFE Library resource space of international or-

ganizations is transforming into a venue for information literacy training and cultural communication in the area of the international organizations.
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
